What is E-Cycling?  


Recycle or responsibly dispose of all electronic equipment (including televisions, radios, phone systems, computers…) in an environmentally safe way.  We can manage the following for you:

· Recycling and end of life management – If equipment is deemed irrecoverable, EDI will either recycle components or assign disposal methods that are approved by the Government of Ontario’s Electronic Stewardship Program (OES).  Components are dismantled manually and mechanically, then sorted.  Reusable metals, plastics and glass are recommisioned into the market as raw material while precious metals are extracted from circuit boards for reuse in other electronics.  This entire process uses environmentally friendly methods of disposing e-waste that requires no chemical leaching and no toxic burning.
All of us have to take ownership of our assets and ensure that we take the necessary steps to dispose of them in an environmentally friendly way to preserve our environment for future generations.  Our landfills are quickly filling to capacity and we have to ensure that the toxins contained in many of these items don’t leach into our water table.   
The Minister of the Environment designated a special diversion program to ensure that unwanted electronics are reused or recycled, and to stem the flow of these materials into landfill or improper processing in developing nations. 

As of April 1, 2009, the Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment (WEEE) program plan became effective under the Waste Diversion Act, 2002 (WDA), introduced by the Ontario Ministry of Environment
